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Leave the M5 at junction 11 and follow signs for Gloucester, A40. Follow the Gloucester Rugby Ltd
dual carriageway to roundabout, turn right following A40 signs to Gloucester Kingsholm Stadium

/ Ross-on-Wye. Follow the dual carriageway to the next roundabout Kingsholm Road
(Longford Roundabout), and turn left following A38 signs to Gloucester City Kingsholm

Centre. You come to another roundabout (Tewkesbury Road Roundabout), go Gloucester

straight across following signs to Gloucester City Centre; you are now on the GL1 3AX

Kingsholm Road. Kingsholm Stadium is approximately 800 yards on the right
hand side of the road.

Use the A48 or A40 into Gloucester. On approaching Gloucester use the A40
